Having
raised over $250,000 for Haiti, which was left in ruins after
the 2010 earthquake, this young girl built 27 earthquake-
proof cement homes in the village. This area of homes has
become known as ‘Rachel’s Village’ in her honour. It all
started when Rachel, along with her mother, attended a
meeting held by the international aid group ‘Food For The
Poor’ to help the people of Haiti. At the meeting Rachel,
then only 9 years old, promised to raise enough money to
build 12 homes.

While most teenagers are surfing the Internet in their freD
time, Bruce Orloff is often thinking about water and lots of
it. It began when Bruce’s teacher asked her students to
present a serious world problem to the class. While
researching on the Internet, Bruce was shocked to learn
that more than 1 billion people in the world don’t have
access to safe water. Bruce decided he had to do more than
present this to his class; he had to do something about it.
Bruce learned that in many countries people have to walk
kilometers each day to get water and return carrying heavy
water jugs.
